The operator is prompted to perform a calibra-
tion verification of the scale platform. Unlike 
other coin counting systems, calibration of 
CCMS takes less then 60 seconds by simply 
placing three calibrated test weights (one at a 
time) on the scale in a prescribed, prompted 
order. A calibration report is automatically 
generated requiring operator and supervisory 
signatures. 

The operator touches the asset location number 
on the touch screen monitor, which identifies the 
preassigned area from which the coin was 
removed. As slot boxes are poured into the 
hopper, the preassigned bar code is scanned 
automatically during the pour. 

The touch screen monitor displays the slot box 
number and the dollar value of coins. As the 
operator is dumping the slot contents from a 
selected asset location, line items are printed 
simultaneously to generate a report detailing the 
asset location, denomination, split counts, dollar 
amount of each transaction, number of coins in 
each transaction, slot box count and grand totals 
for all values.

CCMS displays a large total screen for easy read-
ing from a distance. Real-time transfer of data 
gives the user pertinent information, such as:

• Denomination
• Slot box bar code number
• Dollar amount of transaction

Access to asset location is available on the total 
screen also, minimizing the time required to 
return to the original asset location screen. 

Operator can accept the count, split counts, 
change the denomination and dump the hopper 
with a single touch. Several reports can be gener-
ated from CCMS including:

• Daily report by separate locations or totalized
• Missing machine report by location or  

totalized
• Daily machine report
• Itemized report
• Reports by date
