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920i Custom Software 008 is custom software using the iRite language of the indicator to perform 10 ingredient formula storage for hand-added ingredients. A report will be printed at the end of a formula transaction. A quantity of 213 10-ingredient formulas can be stored. More formulas can be stored if fewer ingredients are allocated per formula. For example, if only 1-ingredient formulas are stored, 2135 formulas can be stored.

Assumptions

The indicator has been configured for one decimal point and a printer has been connected to serial port #1. No digital outputs are controlled with this software.

Operation


Adding Formulas
1. Operator presses the [Add Formula] softkey.

2. The indicator will prompt “ENTER PASSWORD”.

3. The operator must enter the password followed by the [ENTER] key.

4. If the correct password is entered, continue to step 5. If not, the operator will be prompted to re-enter the password.

5. The indicator will then prompt “ENTER FORMULA NUMBER”. 

6. The operator can key in a numeric number less than 2 billion, followed by the [ENTER] key.

7. The indicator will then prompt “ENTER FORMULA NAME”. The operator can then key in a 16-character formula name, followed by the [ENTER] key.

8. The indicator will then prompt “ENTER INGREDIENT #1”. the operator may then key in either a 16-character ingredient name followed by the [ENTER] key, or the operator can press the [ENTER] key without entering a name. If a name is not entered, the indicator will store the default name “INGREDIENT #1”.

9. The indicator will then prompt “ENTER VALUE #1”. The operator may now key in the value required for the ingredient, followed by the [ENTER] key.

10. Steps 5 and 6 will be repeated for all ten ingredients, or until the operator does not key in a value. If a value is not entered, the previous ingredient will be the last ingredient for the formula.

Deleting Formulas

1. The operator will press the [MORE] softkey.

2. The only softkey available to the operator will be [CLEAR FORMULA].

3. The operator can press this key and the indicator will prompt “ENTER PASSWORD”.

4. The operator must enter the password followed by the [ENTER] key.

5. If the correct password is entered, continue to step 6. If not, the operator will be prompted to re-enter the password.

6. The operator can then key in a formula number followed by the [ENTER] key and the formula will be permanently removed from memory.

NOTE: Pressing the [CANCEL] softkey during any entry mode will cancel the storage or removal of a formula.

Recalling and Processing Formulas 
1. The operator will press the [RECALL FORMULA] softkey.

2. The indicator will prompt “ENTER FORMULA # TO RECALL”.

3. The operator can then key in a formula number followed by the [ENTER] key.

4. The indicator will display “FORMULA LOADED” on the status line, and prompt the operator to “ENTER ID#”.

5. The operator must enter his/her ID number and press [ENTER].

6. The indicator will now prompt the operator to “PLACE CONTAINER ON SCALE AND PRESS TARE”.

7. The operator will place the container on the scale and press the [TARE] button.  This will tare off the weight of the container and display the first ingredient and amount required on the upper part of the display. The lower portion of the display will prompt the operator to “PRESS PROCESS WEIGHT”, and display the batch weight.

8. After the required amount of ingredient is in the container, the operator will press the [PROCESS WEIGHT] softkey. This will store the net weight in memory for the report later. If the weight is below the amount required, nothing will happen. The indicator will not process the transaction until the weight is equal to the required amount.

9. After the weight is processed, the next ingredient will be displayed and step 6 will be repeated until all the ingredients have been weighed.

10. After the last ingredient is weighed, the indicator will display ”FORMULA COMPLETE PRESS PRINT FOR TRANSACTION REPORT”.

11. The operator can then press the [PRINT] key and a transaction report will be printed out of port 1.

12. The operator can then start over from step one.

Changing the Password

1. The operator must press the [MORE] key to show the [CHANGE PASSWORD] key.

2. The operator can press this key and he/she will be prompted to “ENTER OLD PASSWORD” to verify that an authorized individual is attempting to update the password.

3. After the correct password is keyed in and the [ENTER] key is pressed, the operator will be prompted “ENTER NEW PASSWORD”.

4. After the new password is keyed in followed by the [ENTER] key, the operator will be prompted to re-enter the password to verify the new password.

5. If the two entered passwords match, it will be stored as the new password. If the passwords don’t match, the process will be restarted.

NOTE:  The default password is 2349171. After the user program is loaded this will be the password.
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
