Designing an Export Job File

A custom job file can be set up for each indicator database. Manually click on individual job files to run its automatic export or
setup.

Use the following steps to design an export job file.
1. Open the Interchange software program.

2. Click on Communications on the top toolbar and select Connect. The system will connect to the indicator and upload
the current database structure.

3. Click on Tools on the top toolbar and select Export Job Wizard. Follow the listed instructions in Figure 1.
4. Select the desired connection method and press Next.
