All repairs are to be performed by qualified service personnel only. Removing the warranty and liability label compromises the
FM rating.

Equipment
The MSI-4260 IS is powered by an intrinsically safe 12V Sealed Lead Acid (SLA) rechargeable battery, PN 167777. The MSI-

4260 IS also includes a battery charger designed to charge and maintain the battery, PN 170606. This battery and battery
charger are certified for use with the MSI-4260 |S.Use of any other battery or charger voids the intrinsic safety certification.

m WARNING: The battery charger is not certified for use in hazardous environments. The battery can be removed from the
product in the hazardous environment, but must be charged in a non-hazardous area.
