Demand MSI

Bring On the Heat
The heat shields on the MSI-4260, MSI-6360 and MSI-9600HT 
crane scales can withstand up to 3,100°F (1,750°C) direct heat 
from below the scale.

Duty Cycle and Cooldown Time
The heat shields on MSI crane scales have a 30-minute maxi-
mum duty cycle and equal cooldown time, meaning the crane 
scale can be directly above a heat source for up to 30 minutes 
and takes only 30 minutes to cool down after being removed 
from the heat source.
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
